Fall Creek Falls State Resort Park, situated 
on the Western Edge of the Cumberland 
Plateau, contains approximately 25,500 

acres of rugged beauty.  Inside the park are 
both first class recreational facilities and, 

untrammeled pristine wilderness.  Resource 
management staff is available year round to 

assist park visitors.  Fifty miles of trails, 
including twenty-five miles of backpacking 
trails, and twenty miles of biking trails, lead 
the visitor away from the roads and into the 
wilderness at Fall Creek Falls.  Questions
