	 Although lifeguard positions 
have not been cut; the new regula-
tions require more lifeguards pres-
ent during the remaining days of the 
week.  Parks throughout Tennessee’s 
system were not able to budget for 
increased in positions for this fiscal 
year, and consequently, an increase 
in general admission has also been 
implemented.  This reduction in 
hours does not effect the Inn Pool, 
which is for Inn and Cabin guests 
only.  Park Staff apologize for any in-
convenience it might cause visitors.

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	 The Park recycles hundreds 
of pounds of cardboard each year 
in combined conservation efforts.  
When asked how much these ef-
forts actually benefit help the park, 
Mr. Stuart Carroll, Interpretive 
Specialist III, had some facts & fig-
ures to share.
	 He begins by saying, “I 
thought everyone might like to 
know that the Park made about 
$1,600 from a load of cardboard 
that was hauled off at the first 
of June. That was approximately 
9 months’ worth of cardboard 
accumulations.  I plan to make 
sure we send a load out this Fall, 
rather than having it sit outside 
all winter.  Which was part of 
the problem with the load that 
went out in June.” 
     Where does that money go?  
“In terms of the $1,600, I believe 
we are still paying off the baler.  It 
should be paid off before long and 
then the money can be put back 
into the park.” Additionally Mr. 
Carroll said, “by getting the card-
board out of the waste stream, we 
are saving about 3 cents a pound, 
which for 33,660 lbs, translates into 
the Park saving a little over $1000 
on the “tipping” fee for disposal of 
the cardboard at the landfill.  We 
still have some cardboard making 
its way into the trash compactor, I 
hope we can reduce that to almost 
zero. “ 
   Van Buren now has a recycle sta-
tion thanks to the efforts of com-
munity leaders & volunteers.

A Tiny Little Bug Threatens Fall Creek’s 
Magnificent Hemlock Trees

	 A tiny little bug, an adelgid, is honing in 
on one of the most beautiful trees of Fall Creek, the 
Eastern Hemlock.  The little insect, less than the size 
of the tip of a pencil, can, and ultimately will, over-
whelm the ancient giant trees by sheer numbers, and 
sucking out the tree’s juices, kill the tree.  The little 
bug, called the Hemlock Woolly Adelgid, was brought 
in several decades ago from Asia, and has since been 
spreading out from its entry point in Virginia.  It has 
killed over 90% of the Hemlocks in the Shenandoah 
National Park, and is rapidly killing untreated trees 
in the Smokies, and in the adjacent Cherokee Nation-
al Forest.  But State Park staff are trying to mobilize 
a defense that will save at least some of these stately 
evergreens here at Fall Creek.
         Park staff is allying with folks from the Univer-
sity of the South, and staff at other parks, in  efforts 
to get  photography via satellite that can be used to 
identify the Hemlock stands. These stands will be put 
on a map.  And this is where the “Friends of Fall 
Creek” come in:  park staff is requesting from the 
“Friends” approximately $4,000 as the park’s por-

tion of the satellite flyover costs.  
     After mapping in these stands, researchers will basi-
cally have to decide which Hemlocks can reasonably 
be saved, and which will have to be sacrificed to the 
Adelgid.
	 The main defense, at this point, is a type of 
insecticide that can either be injected into the tree, or 
put into the soils around the tree.  The sheer number 
of trees, and the rugged remoteness of many of them, 
will prevent all of the trees from being treated.  There 
was some hope, at one point, that the little ST Beetle, 
a natural predator of the Adelgid, might come to the 
Hemlock’s defense.  Thousands of the ST beetles 
were raised at UT labs, and then released into infected 
areas.  However, the Adelgid is moving more quickly, 
and is proving more deadly to the Hemlock than envi-
sioned.  (The severe drought of the last few years has 
also increased the Adelgid’s lethalness).   We can’t wait 
on the ST Beetle. 
     The Hemlock Woolly Adelgid has already been 
found in several parks in the Cumberlands, Frozen 
Head, and on the Cumberland Trail, for instance.  It 
is no more than 30 miles away from Fall Creek.  If we 
wait until the Adelgid hits the Park, it may be too late.  
The “Friends” can be instrumental in saving one of the 
Park’s most beautiful trees.
